“Black History Month 2025: We Proclaim It”

“The 2025 Black History Month theme is African Americans and Labor, which focuses on the various and profound ways
that work and working of all kinds – free and unfree, skilled and unskilled, vocational and voluntary – intersect with the
collective experiences of Black people and the transformational work that we have done throughout the U.S., Africa, and
the Diaspora.

We are celebrating our visible labor—from the work we did back then to build the White House to the work we do right now
to hold the White House accountable, from repairing the roads to teaching in our schools, from stocking shelves to packing
and unloading trucks; from working in the federal government to our ongoing labor in the state and local offices—and, our
invisible labor—from raising and teaching our children to caring for our aging family members, from finding ways to
practice revolutionary self-care to finding ways to hope beyond hope in a country that frequently targets and terrorizes
Black people. We bear witness to what it means to work hard every day and to get sick and tired of working so hard.

We do not celebrate because we are given permission, we celebrate because we are the permission givers. We do not
wait for Black History Month to be proclaimed, we proclaim it. We do not wait to be seen, we see ourselves. We do not
have to be told the story of America because we are writing it, we are telling it, we are owning it, and we are pointing the
way to it.”
